CAREER PATH / Graduates of the department find em-
ployment in government and business, international 
organizations and NGOs, politics, research organiza-
tions, political analysis, the news media and civil service;
and pursue doctoral and postdoctoral studies at leading
European and U.S. universities.

Master of Arts in Political Science ONE YEAR / The program 
comprises a comprehensive and interdisciplinary curriculum in con-
temporary political issues and research methods. It focuses on com-
parative politics and political economy, normative political theory 
and the study of democracy. 

Master of Arts in Political Science TWO YEARS / The program is
designed for students with a three-year bachelor’s degree in the social
sciences and related disciplines. Students have the opportunity to 
explore comparative politics, political economy, political communica-
tion, political theory, and quantitative and qualitative research methods. 

Doctor of Philosophy in Political Science / The program is oper-
ated by the Doctoral School of Political Science, Public Policy and In-
ternational Relations. Research areas include comparative politics, poli-
tical theory, political economy, international relations and public policy.
